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TD0168 - AutoCAD Inventor Suite 2011 Deployment Guide 
Standalone or Network Licensed 

 
This document will guide you through creating a typical AutoCAD Inventor Suite 2011 deployment. Before 
following this document you should understand which elements of the product you need to install on your 
workstations and server. If you have an existing Vault server, do not upgrade to Inventor 2011 without 
planning an upgrade of your server software and migration of shared data. 
 

Before creating a deployment 
Before starting, ensure you have a shared folder into which the deployment can be created. Once created you 
should not move or delete the deployment until you are no longer using Inventor 2011. The deployment will 
be referenced during the application of service packs. 
 
We suggest creating an Autodesk Installs folder to share. Please ensure there are no spaces in the UNC/share 
name. Provide necessary access rights to the share to enable users to modify the log file during installation. If 
you have multiple Autodesk products, further subdivide this share as per the applications:

Software 
AutoCAD Inventor Suite 2011 is available primarily as a download. You will have received an email from 
Autodesk with links to the download location and also a link if you require assistance with login details. 
 
The Inventor download will be one .exe file and two .rar files for the 32bit version and one .exe file and two 
.rar files for the 64bit version. You will only have to download the version you require. 
 
Save both files in a folder and double click the .exe file. After a short delay, the extraction process will begin. 
The files will be extracted to C:\Autodesk. The installation process will begin automatically once the extraction 
has completed. You may choose to cancel this and move the extracted files to a network location before 
running the Setup.exe file.  
 
The 32bit extracted files are 10.5GB in size. The 64bit extracted files are 12.4GB in size. The installation is has 
not been separated into DVD sized portions. You cannot therefore copy the installation to DVD. You could copy 
the installation to a Blu-ray disk if you have this facility as Blu-ray capacity is 25 or 50GB. 
 
The AutoCAD Inventor Suite 2011 deployment alone requires up to 9.7GB of disk space. Please ensure you 
have adequate space before proceeding. During the creation of the deployment, it is recommended to disable 
your antivirus software to improve the time taken to process the files. 
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Creating the deployment 
Double click Setup.exe in the extracted files for the 32bit (x86) or 64bit (x64) version you require. 

 

 
You should familiarise yourself with the installation documents to fully understand the installation and 
hardware requirements. We recommend you disable Windows User Access Control (UAC) in Windows Vista 
and Windows 7. 
 
When you are ready, select the Create Deployments option. 
 

 
This new screen provides links to important information previously only available by browsing the help system 
such as what cannot be changed after installation. 
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Specify the prepared UNC path and name the deployment. Ensure you specify whether this is a 32 or 64bit 
version of the installation in the deployment name. 
 

 
Select the AutoCAD Inventor Suite applications you require. 
NOTES:  

¶ The Material Library option installs render material definitions that can be shared between AutoCAD, 
Inventor, Showcase, Max and Revit to simplify data transfer while maintaining render quality. While 
Inventor does not utilise this library by default, definitions can be imported from the central library. If 
you use the rendering in Inventor or share data with the other systems, select this option.  

¶ The Autodesk Data Management Server 2010 (ADMS) is available as a separately. The Vault option 
here is to install the standard Vault client only. Vault Workgroup, Collaboration and Professional 
clients are provided on separate downloads/media. 
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Agree to the license agreement. 
 

 
Enter you serial number and Product Key. These details will have been made available in the email from 
Autodesk with the links to the download locations. 
 
NOTE: 

¶ The Inventor download contains all versions of AutoCAD Inventor Suite 2011. Enter the product key 
for the version you need to install. If you enter a different product key, you will not be able to 
authorise the installation.
